Introduction

BRE operates energy schemes for non-domestic buildings in Scotland.  For new buildings this is the Approved Certifiers of Design (Section 6) Energy, where building professionals involved in design can sign off compliance of their building with the building regulations for energy at building warrant application stage, and further supply the EPC once the building is constructed (www.bre.co.uk/acd).  For existing buildings the scheme allows suitably trained individuals to produce EPCs for non-domestic buildings (public buildings, commercial, etc, see www.bre.co.uk/epcscotland).  
SBEM training and competence

Full training and assessment of competence is provided by BRE.  A course in SBEM/iSBEM is central to the skills required of anyone wishing to join these schemes.  Full details of the two day training course and the procedure for booking onto courses in Scotland are provided by BRE on www.bre.co.uk/training.  iSBEM is freely available as a download from www.ncm.bre.co.uk.
Approved Software

Scheme members can choose to use other approved non-domestic software products.  Such software is provided by various suppliers, but only software approved by Scottish Government and CLG is acceptable.  In order to use such software in practice scheme members are required to show that they have received suitable training and where necessary assessment of competence in the use of the software.  This will normally involve at least a certificate of attendance on a course approved by the software provider.

Examples of approved software are provided below, other approved software is also acceptable scheme members and applicants should seek guidance from BRE’s Scheme Manager (epcscotland@bre.co.uk).
